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The Health Insurance 

Do you have a valid European Health Insurance Card EHIC (blue insurance card)?

➔Upload a scan of the card

Do you come from a country with a social security agreement with Germany?

➔ You need to contact a German statutory health insurance (AOK, TK, DAK, IKK…) & upload your insurance 

certificate (see page 5)

You do not have insurance valid in Germany?

➔ buy a German health insurance, statutory (recommended!) or private (see page 4)

Never choose the cheapest option with private.  Compare insurance plans carefully!
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Statutory insurance for students Private insurance students

Around 120 EUR/month Starting at 40 EUR/month

Cover pre-existing conditions Does not cover pre-existing conditions

No extra payment for basic treatments Prepay treatments, get reimbursed by 

insurance

No significant difference in benefits 

between the statutory insurances

Deductibles up to several 100 EUR

Only students up to 30 years of age Waiting time for some treatments

The Health Insurance 

You are from a country with a social security agreement with Germany or you chose a private insurance?

→ an email with the Headline „Befreiung Versicherungspflicht“ to a German statutory health insurance.

List the following information:

- your name and date of birth

- current address

- this code „H0001949“.

- Attach your letter of admission of Saarland University

The insurance will electronically submit the exemption to the university.
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Semester fee – Semester ticket

▪ When paying for the semester fee by bank transfer (currently the only option) make sure to 

transfer enough to cover any transfer fee that may arise (ask your bank)!

▪ The semester fee is not a tuition fee! It is for the the semester ticket as well as for the 

benefits our university provides for our students. It is therefore in alignment with the 

Erasmus+ guidelines.

▪ The semester ticket includes the „Deutschlandticket“ an is valid for public transport in all of 

Germany (exception: fast trains such as ICE/IC)
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Semester fee 

The semester fee for exchange students is 228,10 EUR for winter term 2026/27 

(summer term 2026: 210,10 EUR)

This applies for students in the 

- „Erasmus+ program“ 

- „Ostpartner“ 

- „Weltweit-Austausch“.

The semester fee for freemover students is 412,30 EUR for winter term 2026/27 

(summer term 2026: 394,30 EUR)

The exchange program is written on your admission letter and you have to pay accordingly.

You application can now be reviewed and processed by the 

admission‘s office. You can no longer make changes.

"Valid" or "Approved" 

As soon as the Admissions Office has checked your enrolment 

request, and if everything was complete, the application will 

change to “valid" or "approved". At this point, the enrolment 

system is only waiting for the semester fee to be received. Once 

the semester fee has been received, your enrolment is complete 

and you will be able to download your university credentials 

("Kennungsschreiben").



Download your personal UdS ID - Kennungsschreiben
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1. Log into SIM application portal

2. Open your enrolment file

3. Go to „Documents“

4. Scroll down to „My certifications“

5. Download the „Kennungsschreiben“

6. Change the password!

Sometimes it can take up to 48 h until you are able to change the 

password!



If you have given an address in Germany, France, Luxembourg or Switzerland during the online enrolment, 

the card will be sent to this address! 

If you have given an address in any other country, you need to pick up the card in the Student Service Center 

(SSC). You receive an email. The card will be ready after ~3 work days!
