2)  If Romance Languages and Literatures (Spanish) is your extended main subject (MS+), you have the option of completing a double-degree qualification with the Universidad de Sevilla; only possible if your subsidiary subject (Sub) is German 
Language and Literature or Romance Languages and Literatures (Italian). 

3)  If Language Science is your subsidiary subject (Sub), you may not select Phonetics as your supplementary subject (Supp). 
4)  The career-orientation modules provide students with the opportunity to acquire specialist career-related qualifications and key soft skills. In addition, all students have the opportunity to acquire additional specialist skills 

through one of the certificate programmes, such as Europaicum, Catalan, Portuguese, Knowledge and Communication, Applied Pop Culture Studies, Gender Studies or Industrial Culture – Cultural Management.
